Safety Rules

Any fircann is a dangerous weapon capable of causing death or serious personal injury, but fireanms
accidents are almost always found to be the resull of carelessness or ignorance on the part of he
shooter. Suict adhercnes 0 the following safety rules is the responsibility of every gun owner
L. Always keep the muzzle pointed in a safe dimetion, and your finger out of the Itriggerguard
— -unti-you have aligned the sighis on a safe target and you have mads the declslon 1o shoot.
2 Never point a gun at anything you do not iniend 15 shoot—
3. Treat every pun as if it were loaded.
4. Do not rely on a mechanical safety device as a substinute for safe gun handling
Mechanical devices are not substintes for common sense :
5. Never leave a loaded gun unatiended

S Store guns and ammunition separalely out of reacls of children and untralned aduits,

"WARNING - Always unipad your pistol before storage whether in or out of the provided
box. Mever place 3 loaded gmistol in the slorage box.

7. Be sure the magazine 1s removed and the gun 1= unloaded before cleaning.
8, Do nat attempt to modify the gun's trigeer or safeties,

10. Mever shoot at water or other fiat hard sudaces. Bullets can ricochel

1. Always wear car and cye protector when shooting and require their use by anyonc
shooting with you.

* 1 Use only high quality ammunition of the proper caliber for the gun you arc shooting

13. Never let dirt snow or water get in the barrel of the gyn. Any bore chstruction can cause
damage to the firearm and could cause personal injury or death to the shooter or bystanders.

14, Siop shooting immediatcly if a shot sounds unusual or there i a difference in the reeo)),
Examine the gur for bore obstruction$ or other defects before nesuming fire.

15, Never drink alcohol or use drugs or medication that could impair your judgement while
shooting This is as negligent as drunk driving !

16. The following types of ammuniton should niot be used in’ this pistol. reloaded
ammunition, and +P ammunition. Ammunition with (+P) on the case head stamp
is loaded 1o higher pressure, Use only in firearms desipned for this catridge and so
recommended by the gun manufacturer.

Technical Features

The DAEWOO DH40 is a light weight, short reenil, locked breech, semi-automatic pistol charnbered
for the -40 S&W cartridge. It s svitable for use with any commercially loaded ammunition
made to Amencan specifications. The use of +P ammunition is not recommended. (Ammu-
nition with (+P) on the casc head stamp is loaded to higher pressure.)

Relbaded ammunition should not be used. .

The DH40 may be fired in any of three modes: single-action, dotbleaction and “Fast-Action” See
the instructions for an explanation of thesc terms. ;

position, pull the slide fully to the rear and release—Fig. &

WARNING : Keep your finger off the trigger during leading.
When the slide is released, the pistol is ready to lire,

Engage the manual safety il you do not intend lo fire
immediately,
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The DAEWQOO DH40 pistol can be fired three WayS:

1. Double-action: The double-action mode is availahls only
when the hammer has been manually lowersd by pulling
the trigger while holding the hammer. This procedure can

2, Single-action: The single-action mode of firing is available
when the pistol is first loaded and for every shot fired
Eﬁw the first one—Fig 6.

3. Fasi-Action™: The fasi-action mode s unique to the DAE-
WOO DH40 pistol and 1s made possible by a two-piece
hammer design. When the pistol is cocked, the hammer

. may be manually pushed to the Lowered postion without
touching m_c l'.r:ggu This may be done with the salety in
cither the “on”or"off"position. When the hammer is
lowered in this manner, the trigger »ill return o the

foward positon. When the safety is disengaged, the pisiol may be fired by smply pulling the
trigeer, The “Fast-Action” method of trigger operation allows the shooter 1o have a firstshot
migger similar to double-acton in length of pull but with the weight of pull that is much like
the singleadtion pull

WARNING : The user should become, completely familiar with the operation ol the trigger mechanism
With-the-pistel-unlgaded -before attempling 1o load and fire the pistol.

Field ciripping and Reassémbly

Pemove E::Eupzimam!inspe:t the chamber o be sure the pismtisur_;lnndud—_ﬁg.?. :

With the recoil spring removed, the barrel can be removed from the slide by lifting it up—Fig. 2.

te. this completes the ficld siripping operation. No further disassembly is needed for normal

cleaning and maintenance and detail stripping should oaly be done by trained gunsmiths.
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WARNING : When reassembling the pistol, make sura that the firing pin safely lever{ # 21 )does

not extend above the surface of the frame. If it does, assembly cannot be accomplished and
there s the risk of damage lo the pistol

Replace the barrel in the slide by interting the muzzle end into the slide and then slipping
~it-backwards-until-it-falls inte-placeJnsert-the-open end-of-the recoil-spring-into- the-recess in-
the slide and compress (he spring and guide, until it can be caught in the recess on the barrel.

WARNING : there is considerable spring tension and care must be taken to maintain contral of
the spring. If it ships, personal injury or property damage can result,

Slip the slide onto the frame and align the clearance s for the slide stop pin with the slide

slop pin hole. Insen the slide stop pin and insure that it is firmly in place. Manually cycle the
slide 1o be sure that it moves freely. This completes the reassembly process.
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B. Cleaning 3 !
WARNING : Prlor to cleaning, remove magazine and assure the chamber is emply.

Normal cleaning can be avcomplished with a bore hrush. pawches and 3 good cleaning fﬂl‘f““'-
Excess oil and fouling can usually be wiped off with a g alihough 2 lu-:-'l.hhn.ts_h or similar 1ol
may be helpful. If the pisiol is cxiremely dirty, 3 solvent such as "Gun Scrubber may be needed.
Dip the bore brush in solvent and pass it through the bore several times. Follow with clean dry
patches. Wipe excess oil off the barrel, recoil spring. and refoil spring guide. Place a drop or two of
a2 good lubricant such as "Break Free"on the rocoil spring guide. the slide mils and the barrel lockang
lugs before reassembly. If it has been neosssary to use a solvent 1o remove fouling from the frame
this will remove all lubricant and a fow drops should be placed on the moving parts of the frame
Also place onc drop on the muzzle of the barrel where it contacts the barrel bushing and one
drop on top of the barrel through the cjection port Do not over-lubrcate,

Trouble-shooting ; 4

Although the DAEWOO DH40 is an extremely reliable pistol, malfunctions sometimes occur. Very often
these are caused by sources other than the pistol and sometimes the shooter himself i responsible.
Generally speaking there are several different types of malfunctions identified as “failure to_feed, eject
or fir” Each can be seveml possible causes:

I. Failure to feed: The most common causes of feeding faillures are either with the ammunition
or the magazine. Old corroded ammunition can often produce malfunctions as can handloaded
ammuniton that does not accurstely duplicate the dimensions of factory loaded ammunition.
A damaged magazine is often responsible If, for example, the tips of the magazine have been
damaged, the timing cycle of the pistol ean be disrupted and a round will not feed properly. Be
carcful with the magazine and avoid dropping it on concrete ar other hard Sefaces,

If the magazine becomes especially dirty, it can be disassembled and cleaned.

2 Failure 10 eject: This can also be caused by ammunition fregularities or handioaded ammuniton
thalt does not have adequate power to function the pistol properly. The shooter can also produce
this malfunction by failing 1 hold the pistol firmly while shooting This malfunction, known
as “limp wristing’, results when there is not enough resistance. provided by a firm shooting
gnip, to allow the pistol o recoll propery.
